BLOCK 2
Le rythme autour de nous

In Block 2, a series of five articles touch on rhythms that exist all around
us in the home, in nature and in the city. Students produce a radio
advertisement promoting the song they created in Block 1 and their
imaginary group and CD.

To determine that the main idea and some details have been
understood, use student responses to comprehension questions.

1. Once students have had sufficient oral practice with new vocabulary,
introduce them to the reading selection entitled Le rythme autour de nous.
This reading will provide them with a context for new vocabulary.

2. Choose an option for presenting the reading selection that best suits
student capabilities.

3. Ask comprehension questions to ensure students have understood
what they have just read.

~ Pourquoi est-ce qu’ils dansent? (Ils écoutent de la musique. Ils ne peuvent
pas résister.)

— Qu’est-ce que c’est? (C’est un réveille-matin.)

— Quelle sorte de bruits fait le réveille-matin? (Le réveille-matin fait : fic,
tac, tic, tac.)

— Quels bruits fait ton réveille-matin? (1l joue de la musique, il fait :
dring, efc.)

— Quels bruits y a-t-il pendant la tempéte? (Il pleut, le vent souffle, les
branches frappent les fenétres, la gréle tombe, il y a du tonnerre.)

— Quels sons y a-t-il dans la rue? (Il y le son des klaxons, des freins, des
portes, de la sirene, et des pas.)

4. Assign five students to read sections of the reading selection aloud.
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5. Give opportunity for practice to students who are still experiencing
difficulty with pronunciation of any words in the reading selection.

Grade 6 Make sure to ask simple questions. Oui, non or short
responses are to be expected, e.g., Est-ce que la jeune fille joue
de la batterie? Est-ce que les parents font la vaiselle?

Grade 8 To ensure that students respond by using compound
and complex sentences, ask questions that require more
information, e.g., Quels rythmes préferes-tu dans le texte?
Pourquoi? Quels autres rythmes est-ce qu’il y a autour de nous?

1. Discuss with students the literary device of onomatopoeia in which
the word sounds like the sound it is used to describe: buzz, screech,
ding-dong, etc.

2. Inform students that an onomatopoeia is often different from one
language to another, e.g., a duck says “quack quack” in English and
coin coin in French; a cat says “meow” in English, and miaou in French.

3. For each item listed in this activity, refer students to the reading
selection to find an onomatopoeia in the accompanying image.

To ensure that the main idea and some details have been understood,
use content of student answers. If answers lack the main idea of
the reading selection, you may wish to review the reading selection
and strategy. If answers show comprehension of the main idea,
students should be ready for the next activity. This is a good
activity for providing students with quick, oral feedback on how
well they are applying their language skills and where improvement
is warranted. This activity is not intended for evaluation purposes.
To determine the writing skill level of students and your next step,
use the content of student answers. If students are adequately
spelling and structuring their answers, they should be ready for
future writing tasks. If students are having difficulty with sentence
structure, you may wish to address it now or in an upcoming
writing activity.

1. Remind students that the answers to the first eight questions can be
found in the reading selection while the last two questions are personal.

Ensure students answer using complete sentences.
You may wish to have students work in pairs or in small groups.

4. Take up the Cahier activity as a class. Ask students to read both questions
and answers aloud.
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Grade 6 You may wish to focus on questions 1 to 8 with
students and expect simpler sentences for the last two
questions. Review key vocabulary before students begin writing.
Grade 8 Have students underline key vocabulary in each

guestion and in their answers. Invite students to illustrate their
response to question number 10 in their notebooks.
