FACTFILE: In 2002 Bahrain, for years an example of a dynastic dictatorship, changed from an Emiratee to a constitutional monarchy with an elected parliament, thus moving towards democracy.

FACTFILE: In Guatemala, military dictatorships since the 1960s led to the deaths of over 100,000, and another 45,000 "disappearances." Many human remains were found in 2001, buried in mass graves.
