ADDITIONAL FACTFILES

FACTFILE: The British House of Lords has nearly 2000 peers, appointed for life. This "upper house" can no longer veto bills from the House of Commons but it can delay and revise them before final passage and it is England's highest court of appeal.

FACTFILE: In Canada there are over 750 provincial and territorial ridings electing an equal number of legislators as single-member constituencies.

FACTFILE: Only three US presidents have been targets of full impeachment proceedings: Andrew Johnson whose conviction failed in the Senate by one vote; Richard Nixon whose resignation prevented a vote by the full House of Representatives; and Bill Clinton who was not convicted by the Senate.

FACTFILE: The Speaker holds the position of highest authority in the House of Commons and sits in a raised chair that is a replica of the chair that stood in the British House of Commons but had been destroyed in an air raid in 1941.

FACTFILE: Senate rules allow it to sit from Monday to Friday, and to meet as often as necessary to take care of business. But the full Senate usually sits on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays.

FACTFILE: At Confederation, most of the business of Parliament was initiated by private members.  By 1955, their time was gradually demarcated and reduced to a maximum of four hours per week.

FACTFILE: The `minority leader' is the elected leader of the party with the second highest number of elected representatives in either the House of the Senate.

FACTFILE: According to an Ipsos-Reid Poll conducted in 2001, 64% of Canadians believe a party's seats in Parliament should reflect their proportion of the popular vote.

FACTFILE: All representatives and Senators are provided with offices in Washington and in their home districts: $500,000 for each representative for office expenses, travel and staff; and $2 million or more for senators, depending on the population of the state. Overall Congress spends about $2 billion on its operations each year.
