ADDITIONAL FACTFILES

FACTFILE: In 2002, Pakistan, a nation-state of 141 million people, the government allocates 6.2 percent of its GDP on the military, whereas Canada spends 1.2 percent.                                 


FACTFILE: Throughout the international system, most states administer laws drafted to increase fertility, not to reduce it.

FACTFILE: Eight out of ten is the proportion of illiterate women in Peru who do not even know there is a disease called AIDS.

FACTFILE: Peacekeeping forces operate under the authority of the United Nations Security Council with nearly 65,000 troops contributed voluntarily by an assortment of 88 states, spanning five world regions.

FACTFILE: Costa Rica has had no army for over 50 years (just a national guard), even during the 1980s when wars occurred in neighbouring Nicaragua and Panama.

FACTFILE: In May 2002, Russia and the US agreed to reduce the number of deployed warheads to no more than 2,200 by December 31, 2012.

FACTFILE: As of 2002, the UN sponsored the Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty (CTBT), aimed at halting the spread of nuclear technology everywhere in the world had more than 165 states signatures and 90 ratifications.                                                    

FACTFILE: The states where the most war-related deaths have taken place in the period between 1945 and 2000 are 1) Vietnam, 2,994,000; 2) China, 2,610,000; 3) Nigeria, 2,011,000; 4) Rwanda, 2,000,223; 5) Afghanistan, 1,505,000.

FACTFILE: In 1999, the EU established EUROPOL as a continental crime intelligence agency to gather data on drug traffickers, illegal immigration networks, child pornography, currency fraud, contraband and terrorism.

FACTFILE: The Montreal Protocol (1987) established a schedule for the gradual banning of CFCs that attack the ozone layer but the hole over the Antarctic will only disappear by the early part of 2200 if all signatories fulfill their obligations.
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
